The mission of All Saints Roman Catholic Parish is to call everyone to the worship of God through 
the Sacred Liturgy, the source and summit of Catholic Christian life; to facilitate lifelong faith 

formation and growth; to serve the Body of Christ through the stewardship of time,  
talent and treasure. 
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THE CREED (PROFESSION OF FAITH) 
 
After the Homily on most Sundays and Holy Days, we stand and recite the Creed.  The creed that 
we pray at Mass originated in Jerusalem as a profession of faith before baptism.  This was 
formalized in 325 at the Council of Nicaea and further developed at the Council of Constantinople in 
381.  This creed is known as the Nicene-Constantinople Creed, or more commonly as the Nicene 
Creed. 
 
A creed is a statement or summary of belief.  The structure of the creed reinforces our belief in the 
Holy Trinity, first addressing the Father, then the Son, and then the Holy Spirit, stressing that the 
three persons are one God.  At the heart of our faith is our belief that God became one of us at the 
birth of Christ.  To highlight our belief in this truth, we are asked to bow at the words “By the power 
of the Holy Spirit, he was born of the Virgin Mary, and became man.” 
 
On Easter Sunday or on Sundays when we have baptisms, we are asked to renew our baptismal 
promises.  We are asked about our belief, to which we respond “I do” to each statement of our 
faith.  The renewal of our baptismal promises is also a creed, a statement of belief, based on the 
Apostle’s Creed. 
 
The Creed is a statement of the truths which we hold as Catholics.  When we recite this prayer 
together, we express not only our individual belief but the faith which all of us hold in common.  We 
return to these familiar “words of faith” week after week to remind and refocus ourselves on the 
truth.  The creed is a very important prayer!  When we pray the creed together, be sure to join in 
the prayer.  You may want to  even memorize the prayer to make it truly your own!  If you don’t 
know the creed, it can be found on page 12 of your hymnal.
