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THE PRAYERS OF THE FAITHFUL

The Prayers of the Faithful, also known as the General Intercessions or the Universal Prayers, take place at
the conclusion of the Liturgy of the Word, and serve like a hinge connecting the Liturgy of the Word to the
Liturgy of the Eucharist (the next part of the Mass). The structure of the prayers of the faithful is generally
the same: a short introduction by the priest, followed by 5-7 intercessions proclaimed by the deacon or lec-
tor, with a short concluding prayer led by the priest. At the end of each petition, we respond “Lord, hear our
prayer.”

While there are no official texts for the prayers of the faithful, they follow a general order:

For the needs of the Church

For public authorities and the salvation of the world

For those burdened with any kind of difficulty

For the local community.
In addition, Bishop Olmsted has asked all parishes in the diocese to include an intention for vocations every
week, and to conclude the prayers of the faithful with an intention for all who have died. Writing the prayers
of the faithful has been described as having “a Bible in one hand and a newspaper in
the other,” drawing parallels between the readings proclaimed at Mass and current
events for which we should pray today. At some Masses, the deacon or priest will also
include a moment of silence for which to pray for our own personal intentions.

The prayers of the faithful truly belong to the 7aithful that is, all who are baptized.
This is a time not just for those needs close to us as individuals, but for the needs of
this parish, this diocese, this country and for the Church as a whole. When we pray in
this way, we recognize our place within the larger community of the baptized, and
bring those prayers and intentions with us as we move forward in the Mass. PRAYERS
